Simply Adorned Expanding insert file
Supplies:

7 envelopes 3” x 4 ¼”

1 piece card stock 3” x 6 ¼”, any color – I used retired Soft Sky in my sample.
about 20” length of ribbon

adhesive of choice but not mono adhesive (Snail)

Elegant Lines Embossing folder

Directions:

1. Seal the envelopes and then cut them in half so each piece measures 3” x 2 1/8”

2. Run a 1” wide strip of adhesive down the center of one envelope from the open side down to the bottom. (You must glue the envelopes together only for about an inch in the middle to allow them to expand along the sides and top.) Place a second envelope on top, aligning edges. Repeat this process until all the envelopes are glued to each other.

3. Score the piece of card stock at 2 ¼” from one short end. Score again at 2 ¾”, at 5” and again at 5 ½”. You should have 1 ¼” end left. Valley fold on all the scored lines.

4. Put one end of the card stock in the embossing folder and run it through the Big Shot. Turn the card stock around and put it into the embossing folder again. This time adjust the pattern so it blends with the other end. Be sure to put it in so that the same side will be raised. Run the folder through the Big Shot again.
5. Re-fold the scored lines. Glue the front of the envelope stack to the front of the card stock strip, again using just a 1” strip of adhesive. The first narrow scored portion goes along the bottom of the stack of envelopes. Then glue the back of the envelope stack to the next section. The rest of the card stock strip folds over for a flap.

6. Adhere the middle of the ribbon to the middle of the expanding file and tie it in the front in a bow.

7. Place your Simply Adorned inserts into the pockets for safe storage.
